Early model thrill: second place in Indoor Hand Launch glider at
New York City Junior Birdmen contest, trophies presented personally in Carnegie Hall by
Amelia Earhart. Married, two boys, both Radio Controllers. Endorsed by current Vice President
Bill Dunwoody and general support of Long Island Association of Model Airplane Clubs.
